To whom it may concern,

Mr./Ms. _____ is followed by Dr. _____ for treatment of her chronic kidney disease (ICD 9 code – 585.4).  As a result of her kidney disease, she has developed anemia of chronic disease related to her erythropoietin deficiency (ICD 9 code – 285.9).  Her current hemoglobin from Date was _____ gm/dL (normal 13.0 to 17.0 gm/dL).  According to the National Kidney Foundation Clinical Practice Guidelines, the goal hemoglobin for a renal patient should be maintained at 11.0 to 12.0 gm/dL

As a result of this patient’s anemia, the doctor has prescribed Aranesp injections (CPT Codes:  Darbepoetin Alfa 1mcg - Q0137, 5 mcg – J0880, Administration – 90782, Labcode – 85018QW).  Aranesp is an erythropoiesis stimulating protein which has been proven to increase hemoglobin levels in patients with chronic kidney disease.  Injections are initiated at a dose of 0.9 mcg/kg and given every 2 weeks.  Hemoglobin levels are monitored at least monthly and titrated to maintain the goal hemoglobin level of 11.0 to 12.0 gm/dL.  Generally, Aranesp injections are continued on an on-going basis until either the patient is able to maintain their hemoglobin via their endogenous erythropoietin or the patient initiates dialysis treatments.   

Approval is required for this patient to initiate Aranesp injections.  If you have any further questions, please do not hesitate to contact our office.
